Sin Sin Fine Art is delighted to introduce the solo exhibition of a French artist Anne Leigniel, held from 5 to 31 May during Festival.Le French May. This is Anne’s first photography exhibition in Hong Kong showcasing different artists’ rags through her camera.
 
Anne, now living in Hong Kong, has been asking artists from all over the world to give her one of their studio rags. She has already gathered rags from over 100 artists from about 20 different nationalities. These are from famous and unknown artists of different age groups, influences and schools. And these are from artists who use very different media: photographers, painters, ceramicists, sculptors, installation artists, and filmmakers; among them Hong Kong artists such as Stanley Wong, Danny Lee, Wong Yan Kwai, Suzy Cheung, Linda Liao are also included. 
The rags are made out of fabric or paper or any other material found in the studio while making art. She photographs each rag hanging on a nail on the white wall of her studio. The rags drop from the nail taking a sculptural form in timeless silence, each one revealing something about the artist.
